Another session covered surgical emergencies, particularly maintaining airways and dealing with a
pneumothoraxDr. Warnke demonstrated how to maintain an airway by performing an emergency cri-
cothyrodotomy, as well as the more controlled tracheotomy. Dr. Andreas Faltlhauser from Robina hos
pitaldés I CU showed us how to insert a chest d
sion. We were then given the chance to perform these procedures ourselves, not on an SP this time |
on models.

Our final surgical session was a lecture on the future of surgery, in which we learned about Dr.
Warnkeds research into growing body parts suc
plants. At the conclusion of this, we put our own mandibles to use at what will henceforth be known
as Ot he sur geThygBBevasaichantefor Bi@y@ar to gather before we all scatter and
are lost in the depths Tweed/Gold Coast hospital.

The surgical sessions provided important clinical knowledge in an environment where it was almost
impossible to maim or seriously hurt anyor@n behalf of the "8 years, a huge thank you to Dr.
